TO THE ISSUE OF TEACHING THE “}8” (BA) SENTENCE STRUCTURE
OF CHINESE TO KYRGYZ STUDENTS

Abstract. The “J8” (ba) sentence structure is a unique phenomenon in Chinese grammar and is frequently used in
speech. However, teaching this structure to Kyrgyz students can present certain difficulties. Research into the influence
of the linguistic features of the Kyrgyz language on the acquisition of the “¥” structure can shed light on significant
aspects of cross-linguistic learning. Furthermore, such research can contribute to the improvement of teaching
methodologies aimed at more effective mastery of this grammatical structure.
